For example, when the flight is delayed or
cancelled, she should be ready to make changes in the itinerary, reschedule the appointments
and meetings, inform the hotel about the problem.

UN Peace-keeping Forces
Peace-keeping is one of the ways the UN help to maintain international peace and security. In
the UN contest, peace-keeping has been defined as the use of multinational forces under
United Nations command, to help control and resolve conflicts between hostile states and
sometimes between hostile communities within a single state. It is a technique pioneered by
the UN — the soldier is a catalyst for peace rather than an instrument of war. United Nations
peace-keepers are either unarmed observers or lightly-armed forces. They can observe a
situation and report to the Secretary-General or investigate violations or patrol buffer zones.
Peace-keeping operations are only established within the countries involved. Some of the
peace-keepers are regular soldiers, others are reservists. A normal tour of duty lasts six
months to a year. The requirements of peace-keeping can be very different from those of
normal soldiering — diplomacy and tact are needed more than combat skills.

Enzymes

No living organisms are stable. They are in a continual state of chemical change.
All the time that we are alive we are continually dying and being reborn. About
three million of our blood cell die while we read a sentence, and at the same time
three million more cells are made.

The word metabolism is used to signify the chemical changes which take place in
living organisms. By using of suitable measuring instruments it is possible to fol-
low the blood cells in the body and to find out how long they live. This work has
revealed that the average life of each blood cell is about a fortnight. Even bones are
much less stable than we might expect. It is clear that since the living body is in a
state of constant change, the chemical changes must be precisely controlled.

We now know that each of the many thousands of chemical reactions which take
place in a living body is controlled by a particular enzyme. Enzymes are organic
catalysts which take part in the chemical processes occurring in living bodies. The
change of one form of sugar into another, a reaction which is common in living or-
ganisms, is a simple instance of the action of an enzyme. This means that in the
presence of water a molecule of sucrose may split into two smaller molecules, one
of glucose and the other of fructose. These are sugars which each have the same
molecular formula but the atoms are arranged differently in each sugar.
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A great number of enzymes bring about hydrolysis - that is a chemical reaction in
the presence of water. The process of digestion is brought about by hydrolyzing en-
zymes. Another group of enzymes brings about oxidation’s. i.e. reaction during
which pairs of hydrogen atoms are removed from molecules and are combined with
oxygen atoms to make water. It seems probable that a single cell may contain a
thousand or more different enzymes which bring about a similar number of chemi-
cal reactions.

Her first novel, "The Mysterious Affair at Styles", was published in 1920. That was
the first appearance of Hercule Poirot, who became one of the most popular private
detectives since Sherlock Holmes. This little Belgian with the egg-shaped head and
the passion for order amazes everyone by his powerful intellect and his brilliant so-
lutions to the most complicated crimes. Agatha Christie became generally recog-
nised in 1926, after the publishing of her novel "The Murder of Roger Ackroyd".

When Agatha Christie got tired of Hercule Poirot she invented Miss Marple, a de-
ceptively mild old lady with her own method of investigation. Her last Poirot book,
"Curtain", appeared shortly before her death, and her last Miss Marple story,
"Sleeping Murder" and her autobiography were published after her death.

Agatha Christie’s success with million of readers lies in her ability to combine
clever plots with excellent character drawing, and a keen since of humor with great
powers of observation. Her plots always mislead the reader and keep him in sus-
pense. Fortunately evil is conquered in her novels.
